Since its founding in 2011, the International Conference: Lithium in South America has established 
itself as a leading platform for strategic analysis, trend anticipation and the development of 
business opportunities related to lithium in northwestern Argentina. Over fifteen consecutive 
editions, the conference has accompanied the evolution of the sector from its early exploration 
stages to Argentina’s consolidation as a key player in the global lithium supply landscape.

Held in the heart of the Lithium Triangle, the event brings together producing companies, project 
developers, institutional investors, government authorities and strategic suppliers through an 
agenda focused on markets, project execution and investment decisions. Lithium in South America 
serves as an annual platform for high-level interaction between the productive territory and the 
international financial and institutional landscape, while also integrating the technical, innovation 
and technology perspectives that shape the competitiveness of the sector.

Each edition is curated alongside C-level leaders from leading companies, academic institutions 
and specialized stakeholders, ensuring technical depth and strong strategic focus. Business 
meetings are designed to connect operators, suppliers, investors and delegations with real 
decision-making capacity, in a global context where critical minerals occupy a central role in the 
international economic and energy agenda.

Lithium in South America serves as a reference platform to examine the operational, financial and 
technological evolution of lithium in Argentina and the region, integrating concrete results from 
production, project progress and investment decisions with a geopolitical, institutional and market 
perspective on a sector attracting strong global attention.

Within an international context marked by the reconfiguration of capital flows and global supply chains, 
the event provides an executive and professional framework to:

For supplier companies and service providers, the event also enables participants to understand 
development timelines, current demand and forward projections across the lithium sector, identifying 
opportunities related to infrastructure, equipment, technology, energy and logistics.

Cost Curve Position: Argentina’s brine projects rank within the first global cost quartile, with C3 costs 
between US$3,000 and US$7,000 per tonne of LCE, significantly below the international average and 
well under long-term price projections.

Technological Diversification: Argentina combines traditional evaporation methods (77% of production 
in 2025) with emerging Direct Lithium Extraction (DLE) technologies, expected to account for 33% of 
national production by 2035, improving recovery rates and shortening development timelines.

A Strategic Partner for Global Supply 
Diversification
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Over the past year, Argentina consolidated its position as the world's fourth-largest lithium 
producer according to the U.S. Geological Survey (USGS), accounting for nearly 9% of global supply. 
With seven active operations, the country has steadily expanded its production capacity in recent 
years, establishing an operational base that combines scale, experience and project continuity.

The quality of its resources, the competitiveness of its developments and the presence of leading 
international companies position Argentina as one of the most attractive jurisdictions for lithium 
investment worldwide.
